George Charalambidis Lymberpa S.A., Hellenic International Forwarders & General Enterprises Co., is the first and oldest today, transport company in Greece. This as it is the successor of Giovani Sofianopoulos Hellas, a company established and operating in Greece in the field of International Transport since 1859

Back then the company was specializing on Maritime Transport. After the invention of the Automobile (1861) and the Airplane (1903), the Company expanded to cover these, new at that time, emerging means of transportation (road freight and air freight, respectively).

As it regards Airfreight in particular, the Company was the first to introduce professional air freight in Greece – back in the 1960’s – when it first imported and applied the use of air freight containers (the predecessors of our known today ULDs). Further, the Company’s IATA license, is the oldest still operating in Greece today.

In spring 1963 (01/04/63), the Company came to the possession of the family of John Charalambidis, and the name of the Company was changed to it’s today form. All assets and stocks of the Company are 100 % privately owned without any Bank partition / participation of any kind.

In 1976 G.C. Lymberpa S.A. was the first to use Facsimile machine in communications with agents and clients abroad (facsimiles were not broadly used in Greece at that time). Further, in 1982 – 1983 G.C. Lymberpa was the first in it’ s field to use Computers in the course of transport, taking part in the creation of the first software for transports in Greece. The company gives extreme attention in IT, and communication equipment & facilities, with frequent upgrading of the equipment and adjustments of the software to the rising and evolving needs of the market.

On December 1996, on a special occasion for the 40 years of Olympic Airways, was the only company to receive a special award for the best, closest, stable, and of course most long lasting cooperation our national carrier has had with a transport organization, national or multinational. (in these 40 years of operation)

Today, George Charalambidis Lymberpa S.A. remains the first Independent Hellenic Forwarder in the ocean freight, among the first 3 in the air freight and 7th in trucking.
The success of Lymberpa derives from the perfect and long-lasting Co-operation:

a. with the Greek import and export companies as well as with International Trade Organizations who have found in us the ideal “partner”. 

b. with a World-Wide network of Representatives, which allows us to offer a full range of services and support of a shipment to / from Anywhere in the world. (not necessarily Greece)

c. with the airlines and ocean carriers that have their offices and are operating in Greece.

d. with the human capital of the company. 

In all the above, there are co-operations that exceed 25 years.

The choice of International Trade Organizations and Greek Import and Export Houses, (some of them are the top in their field), to have a stable through the years, cooperation with G.C. Lymberpa S.A., proves something that we in Lymberpa regard as self-understood / granted : Provision of Absolute – High Quality Service, combined with the most economic pricing, without any compromises.
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For G. C. Lymberpa the combination of these two basic, and inter-linked for us, parameters of transport, is granted and not negotiable. The design of our operational transportation and logistics system is based on this principle. It is achieved through the close monitoring and support of the management to the daily and emerging needs of the expedition market, and the utilization of the long term relationships with all the involved parties (representatives, shippers / consignees / assignees, airlines, shipping lines). This allows us to apply in our daily operations, our logo – declaration for responsible and with personal supervision of the shipments in every stage of transport.

This declaration for responsibility and personal interest shown for each and every shipment irrespectively of it’s size or value is a commitment and daily ”routine” for the top management up to the last employee of GC Lymberpa SA. This because no matter how perfect an operational system may be, it will never achieve it’s full dynamic if it not backed up by the human factor, which brings about the “value added” service.

Our colleagues are trained so that they can – besides serve a shipment correctly – provide first degree counseling / advise in transportation issues, and trace integrated solutions in order to cover your needs. Through the frequent colleague meetings, they also help to adjust in coordination with the management the operational system to the needs of the assignee.

You will most probably never speak with all of us working at Lymberpa, because you need not to. Through our system we try to assure that you will be communicating with the least possible persons which will be assigned / designated your unique and distinctive shipments ! This as the internal structure of our organization is based on a combination of assignee, territory, mean of transport and nature of product.

The main objective of G.C. Lymberpa S.A. is the continuous improvement and adjustment of our services based on the evolving needs of the market. The continuous improvement of our services reduces our actual final cost, which allows us to reduce the cost of transport – your expenditure.

On these grounds, we achieve to enjoy satisfied and loyal collaborators / customers, who turn to become good and permanent friends and lead our organization to it’s 150th anniversary which will be celebrated in 2004 along with the Olympic Games in Greece.
